       As Jesus spoke to his disciples near the end of his life on this earth, he taught them how to 
pray.  Matthew’s gospel reflects that simple form of prayer, which includes the petition, “and 
lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil .”   
                  It is human nature to want not to be tested, but the simple truth is that, since the beginning 
of creation, God has tested us.  In Genesis 3 we read of the testing of Adam and Eve, and Martin 
Luther addresses the questions of  why did God permit Satan to lure Eve into sin?  Why did God 
allow Adam to be tempted?   Luther writes, “The only satisfactory answer to these and similar 
questions should be that it pleased God for Adam to be tempted in order to test his ability to 
resist.  That is how God still works today.  After we have been baptized and brought into 
Christ’s kingdom, God doesn’t want us to become idle.  Instead, He wants us to pay attention to 
His Word and make use of His gifts.  So even today, He allows poor weak people like us to be 
sifted and strained by the devil.” 
                    Like Belshazzar in the book of Daniel, we “have exalted yourself against the LORD of 
heaven!”  Like Belshazzar we are condemned, “TEKEL, you have been weighed on the scales 
and found wanting.”  …and so we are tested.

       In the Lord’s Prayer, Jesus gives 
us a guide for talking with God our 
Father…All through the Bible we are 
encouraged to pray…Prayer is a gift 
to us from our Heavenly Father… 
       Our St. Martin’s Prayer Chain is 
a small group that prays daily for 
others…Prayer concerns are 
submitted by notifying the church 
office, Pastors or Nancy Shults…You 
may also use the convenient prayer 
request cards in the pew racks and 
place them in the offering plate… 
      Our “chain” works in a very 
effective way…The leader calls the 
first person on a chain member list 
and starts relaying the prayer 
concern…That person calls the next 
on the list and so on “down the 
chain”…After the prayer is passed on 
the caller then prays for the requested 

concern…We use 
Christian discretion, we 
do not embellish or 
gossip, but pray God’s 
will…Some requests 
may be short term, others might be of 
a longer duration, depending on the 
need… 
       Our Prayer Chain at St. Martin’s 
began in December of 1993…To date 
we have received and acted upon 
approximately 2200 prayer requests…
We welcome all who would care to 
join us…This is something that is 
easily done in your home…No 
meetings…It is a great honor and 
privilege to be a part of this important 
ministry… 

St. Martin’s Prayer Chain  
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       On Earth Day, April 22 and on 
Saturday, April 24, St. Martin’s will 
have two workdays to install about 20 
rain gardens. The school and their 
parents will install several rain gardens, 
at least one of which the students will 
help design.  On April 24, our big 
volunteer workday will be held to plant 
the remaining rain gardens. On 
November 7, about 45 volunteers from 
the church, school, and community 
came, and we hope to have even more 
helpers on April 24.  
      Sign up on the bulletin board across 
from the office for one of the two shifts, 
9AM-12 or 1-4PM. Lunch will be 
served in between. Besides church 
members and school families, volunteers 
from Spa Creek Conservancy and 
Chesapeake Bay Program will assist us. 
The day will begin with educational 
information presented by Mel Wilkins 
of Spa Creek Conservancy about the 
benefits of rain gardens, how they 
function, and planting hints. 
       The rain garden designs have been 

completed by Anne 
Guillette of Low Impact 
Design Studio and have 
been submitted by Spa Creek 
Conservancy in partnership with St. 
Martin's to support receipt of our grant 
of $109,240 announced last September. 
Bids will be sent out soon to contractors 
who will do the construction work to 
prepare the rain gardens for planting. 
Most of the preliminary work will be 
done after Easter. 
       The rain gardens will create 
infiltration areas to accept 90% of the 
polluted runoff from our roofs and 
parking surfaces.   
       We are close to our $5,000 cash 
match goal to demonstrate to the 
grantors our commitment. We have 
received $4,107 in gifts from 20 
individual and family church members.  
Donations can be made to St. Martin’s 
and earmarked to the “Rain Gardens 
Project.” Donations can be made in 
memory or in honor of someone.
